The Jack 
Pine Mushers Association reserves the right to reject any entry for just cause.  Mushers under age 14 need 
special written permission from the Jack Pine Mushers Association.

• Mandatory gear & equipment:  compass, working head lamp, working brake, snow hook, sled bag, neck lines, 
cable cutter if cable gangline used, knife, first aid kit incl. Ace bandages & pressure dressings, waterproof 
matches or lighter; one set (4) booties per dog; spare collar and harness; complete description provided with 
race rules. 

• Bibs and starting order determined by order entries are received.  Entries accepted beginning Nov. 12, 2007. 
• 50% refund for cancellations on or prior to February 2, 2008; NO REFUND FOR ANY REASON AFTER 

FEBRUARY 2, 2008.  Entries must be received no later than February 13, 2008. 
• Awards and post-race get-together (Dutch treat) at UpFront and Company, Lake Shore Drive (adjacent to finish 

line/musher parking), Marquette.  Awards to be presented at approx. 3:30 p.m. or after all teams are in.   
NOTE:  UpFront Warm-Up Party open to handlers and the public from 11 a.m. to 4 p.m. Saturday!    

• Dogs’ parvovirus/distemper and rabies vaccinations must be current and a completed “Vet Record 
Check Form” must be submitted at the start of the musher meeting at Gwinn High School.  A veterinarian 
will be available throughout the race.
